The author labels such
phrases so that you donA¢A A™t cause a riot in France, Haiti or Quebec.If you need a little
refresher on French, the author gives you an abbreviated bootcamp to start before you get into the
fun slang. | didnA¢A A™t need it, but | think it would be helpful to someone that needs to get rid of
some rust.Like most foreign language books, the author separates the words into distinct categories
where you may need them (i.e. Directions, Greetings, etc.). My favorite category was

A¢A AceFeeling AngryA¢A A« because the French language captures this emotion in a much more
colorful way than my native English.If you are working on learning A¢A AcerealA¢A A French, this
