If I had to compare this novel to others, I'd say it was a mix of Alice in Wonderland, Dante's Inferno,

and Gewgaws. Then add a touch of acid and a healthy dose of quirkiness! I enjoyed its quarks and

style. It was definitely a speedy trip (I mean the acid kind.) If you're looking for a lifelong classic,

maybe look elsewhere. If you're looking for a walk on the literary wild side, this is your book.
