As a Roman Catholic this is a great book to help become familiar with the Orthodox Church and
their unique history. It outlines the difference of opinion between east and west succinctly and also

shows that many of the issues between the two Churches are not irreconcilable.

It only took me 4 years to finish this. It's thorough, often extremely interesting, sometimes tediously
detailed. Mostly the history of the church, ends with a very interesting section on the teachings,

doctrine and theology of the church, and a final section on its relationship with other churches

Great introduction to Orthodox Christianity, from ancient origin to present day, providing a detailed
historical and theological overview. The author’s language is not overly technical, and he takes
pains to make clear not only what are often dismissed as obscure differences between the
theologies of the Christian East and the Christian West, but points out why these differences are

than any but a handful of the Western Christian classics have. The author, Timothy Ware, wrote a
companion volume called The Orthodox Way, which, from a devotional and even theological
perspective, | found to be still more enriching.
