| was pleasantly surprised by this read. For me, paranormal/urban fantasy misses more times than it
hits. This one hit.It basically follows two charactersA¢A A™ PoV which changes often but always at
a break so thereA¢gA A™s no head hopping from one paragraph to the other, thank goodness! It
keeps the read fast, and the changes pick up right after the other, giving you an insight into each
charactersA¢A A™ thoughts.The plot follows these two charactersA¢A A”Abigail and

HaatimA¢A A”as circumstances force them to join each otherA¢A A™s company. Abigail needs to
protect Haatim, whose beginning danger ends extremely anticlimactically. Then Abigail gets sent on
a mission, and she canA¢A A™t leave Haatim behind, so she takes him with her. Bad things
happen, and itA¢A A™s up to our protagonists to fix it.With urban fantasy, thereA¢A A™s no new
world to explore, so the story relies heavily on the characters and plot. IA¢A A™m not a fan of
ghosts, or vampires, or werewolves, but | am a fan of demons. | like how much fun an author can
have with them. TheyA¢A A™re evil. They do horrible things for the fun of it. It makes it easy to root
for the good guys. This was no different.As for the characters, | didnA¢A A™t find them as deep as |
would normally like, but they definitely held their own. Abigail is badass, Haatim is just being
exposed to this horrible side of the world, and | think Cole did an amazing job conveying it. Haatim
doesnA¢A A™t start out as awesome. He pukes at gore, is scared, screams quite regularly, and
relies on Abigail. But at the same time heA¢A A™s brave and stays when itA¢A A™s important,
which makes him a very likable character.Now, the prologue was amazing, and | donA¢A A™t care
for prologues. It gave us a crazy character in Arthur that enticed me to pick this up. He had depth to
him, and | loved it! | only wish | got more time with him. All through the book, we get tidbits of
information about something major that happened regarding him, and | loved discovering the
story.The writing was smooth for me and did an amazing job with the action scenes and setting.
