In the Onion’s typical style, many entries have enough of a basis in history and fact to be wildly
entertaining, especially if you recognize where the riffs are originating from. A good example is

setting Louisa May Alcott’s "Little Women" in the Civil War, characterizing it as a

torrents from their open wounds. Exhausted and covered in infected pus, flesh, and sinew, the three
women bond over jamming spent munitions into soldiers’ mouths before frantically sawing off their
arms or legs without anesthesia, and then, years later, over trying to drown out the shrill cries of
agony that continue to haunt their dreams. Alcott’s classic novel is still beloved by women around
the world and has been adapted into several stomach-turning, almost unwatchable feature-length
