CLIVE STAPLES LEWIS (1898-1963) was one of the intellectual giants of the twentieth century and
arguably the most influential Christian writer of his day. He was a fellow and tutor in English
literature at Oxford University until 1954, when he was unanimously elected to the chair of Medieval
and Renaissance English at Cambridge University, a position he held until his retirement. His major
contributions to literary criticism, children’s literature, fantasy literature, and popular theology
brought him international renown and acclaim. Lewis wrote more than thirty books, allowing him to
reach a vast audience, and his works continue to attract thousands of new readers every year. His
most distinguished and popular accomplishments include the Chronicles of Narnia, Out of the Silent

Planet, The Four Loves, The Screwtape Letters, and Mere Christianity.

With his extraordinarily rare brilliance that
mystifies his readers, Lewis takes this opportunity to look at the reasons why an individual would
choose hell over heaven or vice-versa and has us take a look at them.He does this by presenting
characters which we all seem to know very well. We have either met people like this and have
grappled with their logic or lack of it; or, we might find ourselves to be very much like the people he
describes. Nevertheless, they all have a story--one with which we can easily identify. The stories
take us along life’s paths and we are shown how they lead to the greatness of heaven and those
who enter there, or the nothingness of hell and those who enter there.l read this for the second time
as an audiobook. | thought it was even better than in print.
