(unlike my dad and brother, i am niether a military or war historian), as he leads us to the horrifying

events of the indy's sinking. the story of the survivors is harrowing to say the least, and the sheer

number of sharks that were a constant presence in their lives, is just staggering. as awful as the

actual events were, what is possibly worse is the way the government and military sought to cover it

up, and then, when that was no longer possible, find a scapegoat in the indy's captain. so many

errors were made by everyone who wasn't actually on the indianapolis, so to single out and court

martial captain mcvay, who by all measures, seemed to do everything in his power to save the lives

that he could, was reprehensible. it seems that captain mcvay has--many years after his

suicide--been cleared, but this incredible story further reinforces how the military--and by extension,

the us government--closes ranks. a well-written and respectfully portrayed account of one of the

united states greatest naval disasters, the duplicitous nature of the government and military, and the

resilient men who were put in harm's way.
