If you have ever felt baffled by the Old Testament and wondered how it relates to the New

Testament, this is the book for you. I've been a serious student of the Bible (at a layman's level) for

nearly a decade, and I couldn't see the forest for the trees. After reading this book, the big picture of

salvation history finally began to reveal itself to me.The author is a convert to the Catholic faith from

Protestantism. He is a professor of theology and has received honors for his outstanding teaching

ability.Bergsma has taken college-level concepts and packaged them in an entertaining and

easy-to-read format with stick-figure drawings to illustrate his points. He bases his text around the

Old Testament covenants God made with Adam, Noah, Abraham, Moses and David, all leading to

fulfillment in the Eucharistic covenant of Jesus Christ. Through his discussion of these covenants,

Bergsma covers the history of God's interaction with his people throughout the books of the Old

Testament in a clear and compelling overview.At only 180 pages, the book is a short read, but it is



crammed with information. It is appropriate for teen-agers and adults. It is an excellent supplement

to more detailed books on the Bible that you may be reading. Highly recommended.
